Authentic freedom can never

be attained independently of God. Freedom is a precious

value, but a fragile one; it can be misunderstood and

misused. The young must recognize this deep with in his

conscience, but at the same time obey. This is the basis

for just and peaceful co-existence.

Peace is the first fruit of Justice. Peace is not mere absence

of war or balancing of powers. Christ is our true peace. In

him, by the cross, God has reconciled the world to himself

and broken down the walls of division that separated us

In the year of Diamond Jubilee of our Diocese, we must

work together to build up our family which will show to

the world the way to build our young. A special invitation

to our priests, religious and teachers to work towards it. I

am also happy to wish our Tamil people a joyful celebration

of Pongal.
